Checking In/Out

Reminder – please continue to use the app to check your child in/out each day.  If you forget your phone, please let staff know and we can check your child in on the computer.  This keeps our attendance accurate for each classroom.  Thank you! 

COVID-19 Updates

Like everywhere else, we are seeing the impacts of COVID spread to families.  Many families have been impacted this month.  So far the spread has been limited to household spread – a parent or sibling tests positive, then the other family members become positive.  A reminder of our COVID quarantine/isolation policy in instance of a positive household member:
If a household member is positive, but child or staff are negative:

If the positive household member is in isolation for 5 days, for example January 1-5, they are out of isolation on the 6th.   If the child or staff can remain away from the positive household member during that isolation period, then the 5 days would apply to the child or staff’s quarantine time.   If the child or staff cannot quarantine away from the positive household member, then the child’s or staff’s quarantine will extend 5 days beyond the initial period, so the child or staff would then quarantine an additional 5 days, for example: from January 1-10.

Please see the COVID guidance sent out the beginning of January for further information and scenarios.  If you need another copy, let me know and I will email it to you.  Please let us know if your family is impacted so we can work together to figure out a return to school date for your child.  We also highly recommend testing if your child is exposed before they return to school. 
If your child tests positive for COVID, they will need to isolate from school for 5 days from positive test date, and symptoms resolving, and fever free for at least 24 hours before returning to school. 
All of your efforts combined with our efforts will hopefully help us to continue to avoid classroom closures due to classroom spread.  We will continue to monitor the students and staff carefully each day and make decisions in coordination with public health as necessary.  Please monitor your child carefully each day before sending them to school.  Fever isn’t necessarily an indicator – we have heard of children not having a fever, but being achy, headaches, stomach issues, sore throat, shaky, etc.  If your child does not seem well, please keep them home and test as necessary.  
We hope that this current situation improves soon.  We understand that this is very challenging, sick leave is exhausted, and patience is wearing thin.  Our staff have been amazing at coming together and continuing to be here to provide care and education during these challenging times.  We are fortunate to have such amazing staff and families. Strawberry Cheesecake Smoothie  - Valentine’s Day Treat

Ingredients
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1 container (4 oz) Greek Yogurt

· 1/4 cup cottage cheese

· 1 cup strawberries, frozen, unsweetened

· 1/3 cup almond milk, unsweetened
