Please keep a labeled towel and swimsuit at school throughout the season. We'll wash them as needed. Activities may include sprinklers, kiddie pools, and visits to the splash pad or wading pool.

We are scheduled to be open normal hours on July 3rd.  However, if your child normally attends on Friday and will be absent for that Friday holiday weekend, please let me know so we can adjust our staffing needs for that day.  Thank you.

Summer Schedules & Attendance
We understand that summer plans can change! If you need to make a schedule change for your child, please connect with Shelly directly.  We do appreciate a message if your child is going to be absent.
To add a session (such as a morning, afternoon, lunch, or after-school slot), please check with our staff first to see if space is available. If we’re able to accommodate, your child is welcome to attend, and the additional session will be included on your next statement.  Extra session fees are outlined in the parent handbook.
Please note that we must follow teacher-to-child ratios to remain in compliance with licensing requirements, so all schedule changes and additions are subject to availability.
As a reminder, we do not offer make-up days. If your child misses a scheduled session, we are unable to reschedule it without applying the extra session fee. This policy is in place year-round to ensure we have the appropriate staffing for the number of children scheduled each day.

Summer Supply List – Please label all belongings
*Swimsuit – to be left here all summer (we will wash)
*Towel – to be left here all summer (we will wash)
[image: ]*Sneakers – walking shoes - if you have an extra pair to leave here, in case they arrive in sandals, or have them wear comfortable walking shoes to school daily, as we will walk frequently to parks
*Spray Sunscreen – please bring 1-2 bottles of spray sunscreen bottles to share, unless your child requires their own.  If your child requires their own, please bring it on the first day, labeled.
*Stick Sunscreen – an application stick, labeled with your child’s name – to be used on their faces/heads (not shared).
*Bug spray – 1 bottle to be shared of family friendly spray.  If your child requires their own, please bring it labeled the first day.
*Water bottle – non-leaking, labeled – will be carried to the parks, outside, used daily.  Please wash it here in kitchen or take it home and wash it regularly.
[image: ]*1 package of “otter pops” or other freeze stick popsicles– we go through a lot of these during the summer!
*1 pack of flowers/vegetable – something to plant in our garden boxes and flowerpots during the first week, a small veggie/fruit like strawberries, cherry tomatoes, peppers, etc. or  a flower pack for the pots on the front patio
*Snacks – daily morning snack, after school snack (if attending) and extra snacks on hand– kiddos get hungry a lot in the summer with extra activity.  We always appreciate donations of general shared snacks as well – goldfish, graham crackers, etc.
*Lunch box – if attending lunch time 11:30-12:30
*Light jacket – if you have a spare jacket or hoody to leave here in case the weather changes or bring one daily.
*Bike helmet – labeled, to be used anytime children are riding bikes/trikes/cars on bike path

Please note: There will be a $25 supply fee for other summer school supplies added to your June statement to cover general classroom supplies for the summer.
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
